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Today, Governor Bullock released the following statement in response to the Obama Administration’s further 

delay in approving the Keystone XL Pipeline: 

 

“I am very disappointed in today’s decision by the Obama Administration to once again unnecessarily delay 

construction of the Keystone XL pipeline.
